Calling for Kids Co-Chairs Kelly Munn and Deborah Parsons led a lively gathering that featured remarks by Superintendent Rasmussen, a discussion of the vital role PTSA’s play in Calling for Kid’s success and testimonials from teachers and parents who’ve benefited from GLAD.
